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New law in Scotland

Starting on Monday 19th March 2018
Health Boards must provide
Augmentative and Alternative Communication equipment – such as “talking machines”
and
Support to use that equipment – such as Speech and Language Therapy
to meet all reasonable requirements

of any person who has lost their voice or has difficulty speaking.

Guidance will include 

· a vision statement, 

· principles

· definitions of equipment and support in using that equipment. 

Work on pathways of care and support for people who use and need AAC is also being taken forward.

· pathways 

· data

· new priorities for the next phase of the work.
